Pentecost 
 

Over the past seven weeks of Easter, we have been celebrating the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ, victory over sin and death and recalling his many 

appearances to the apostles.  As they recognised his presence, their hearts 

burned within them, and they were filled with comfort, reassurance, inner 

peace, and strength.  The fear which filled them at the Lord’s crucifixion and 

immediately afterwards had turned into joy. 
 

 The word Pentecost comes from the Greek word meaning fiftieth. Fifty 

days ago, we gathered on this day to celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ 

on Easter Sunday. The scriptures tell us that on the fiftieth day after that 

momentous event, the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles in the form of 

a roaring wind and tongues of fire. 
 

 Today’s readings describe the dramatic effect the coming of the Holy 

Spirit had upon the disciples.  The change in their lifestyle was startling, as the 

spirit urged them to achieve their potential.  Throwing caution aside, they were 

no longer afraid but instead rushed out to begin their mission of proclaiming 

the Good News to all nations.   
 

No longer was there any doubt or uncertainty in their understanding 

and everything the Lord had told them now made sense.  This event marked 

the birth of the Church.  The Spirit of God had filled the disciples with new 

hope and courage.  They received the power that Christ had promised, and 

filled with new strength and vigour, they set out into the world with great 

energy and enthusiasm to continue the saving work which Christ had begun.  

Wherever there are hearts open to receive him, the Spirit of God is poured out, 

inspiring minds to undertake their own mission and apostolate as Christ’s 

representatives.  This feast brings home to us that God always calls us to a 

deeper relationship with him and it is his desire that we participate and share 

in his divine life. 
 

 Pentecost is an invitation to enkindle the fire of Christ’s love within us 

and stir up the grace of our baptismal calling.  Sometimes we don’t always 

know when, where or how the Spirit might move us, it is as the scriptures 

remind us as mysterious as the wind itself, but we must never undermine its 

power to change and to transform lives. 
 

On this great feast let us rejoice in the Spirit; and pray: 
 

“Fill the hearts of the faithful. Enkindle in us the fire of your love.  

Alleluia, alleluia.”
